Abstract: The author investigates privacy policies of eight open government data portals based on the content framework of NISO Privacy Principles. Through
content analysis, the author finds out the descriptive characteristics and content characteristics of the policies. The most frequently mentioned content categories include
data collection and use, notification of privacy policies and practices and options and informed consent. The least mentioned content categories are supporting anonymous

use, continuous improvement and accountability.
