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Research on the Development Strategy of Foreign National Libraries

Abstract: In the context of the new stage of development and the “14" Five-Year” Plan, this paper investigates the latest strategic plans of 10 important
national libraries abroad. By using the content analysis, the author analyzes the strategic planning texts, and summarizes the main strategic contents as
follows: promoting the collection and protection of resources to become the guardian of national memory; Expanding social influence to become the
spokesperson of national culture; Strengthening the traditional service of library to become the supporter of national and individual development; Building
a diversified cooperative network to become a connector of national cultural resources. Based on this, the author puts forward three suggestions for the
development of librariesin China: to give full play to the position of the infrastructure in the digital age, to reconstruct the entity service system under the
vision of innovation, and to move towards the development path of cooperation and opening.
